Calendar Year Deductible (CYD):

Calendar Year Deductible explained. A Deductible is the amount you pay each Calendar Year before Blue Shield
pays for Covered Services under the Plan.

Using Participating Dentists:

Participating Dentists have a contract to provide Dental Care Services to Members. When you receive Covered
Services from a Participating Dentist, you are only responsible for the Copayment or Coinsurance, once any Calendar
Year Deductible has been met.

Separate Member Payments When Multiple Covered Services are Received:

Each time you receive multiple Covered Services, you might have separate payments (Copayment or Coinsurance)
for each service. When this happens, you may be responsible for multiple Copayments or Coinsurance.

Dental Care Services:

All dental Benefits are provided through Blue Shield’s Dental Plan Administrator (DPA) .

Dental Care Covered Services. All Covered Services must be Medically Necessary and must be provided by the
Member's Dental Center or other Parficipating Dentist when referred by the Member's Dental Center and Authorized
by the contracted Dental Plan Administrator.

Metals and Porcelain:

Precious (high noble) and semi-precious (noble) metals are subject to an additional charge. If these metals are used
for fillings, crowns, bridges, or prosthetic devices, they are subject to an additional charge of $150 per unit.

Porcelain on molar crowns is subject to an additional cost of $200 per unit.

Laboratory Fees:

Denture repair, biopsy, and excision Covered Services are subject to an additional charge for lab fees. The Member
is responsible for paying the lab fees plus any applicable Copayment or Coinsurance for these services.

Denture Reline Services:

The Copayment or Coinsurance for Covered Services applies if done within six (6) months of the inifial inserfion of a
denture. Denture relines after six (6) months of the initial insertion of a dentfure require the additional denture reline
Copayment or Coinsurance.

Orthodontic Services:

Orthodontic Covered Services. The Copayment or Coinsurance for Orthodontic Covered Services applies to one
course of freatment per lifetime.
